HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old female patient here with a complaint of acute onset of migraine headache. She has had this for several days now, beginning to get a bit better. She usually takes over-the-counter products with mixed results. No other issues verbalized to me today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She takes Dupixent, NovoLog, and multivitamins.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed. She is well groomed. She does not appear to be in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/53. Pulse 52. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 112 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Migraine headache. The patient will be given two medications – Fioricet two orally q.4h. p.r.n. headache max six per day and then a second medication for acute migraine sumatriptan 100 mg on a daily basis one p.o. q.d. #10 p.r.n.

2. I have told her if this continues with the headache management, she will need to see a neurologist for further workup.
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
