Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Mr. Parks who has chronic kidney disease, hypertension, prior renal artery stenosis, and stent on the right-sided.  Last visit a year ago.  Denies hospital admission.  He follows cardiology Grand Rapids.  He has some increase of dyspnea on activity, not at rest, not on minimal activities.  They are planning to do a new echocardiogram.  He has chronic back pain but no antiinflammatory agents.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding, or changes in remission.  No cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No orthopnea or PND.  He has a device on the left upper chest.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight the Coumadin, Aldactone, lisinopril, Norvasc, nitrates, and metoprolol.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Today, weight 176 pounds the same as a year ago and blood pressure 115/54 by nurse.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  No mucosal or skin abnormalities.  Respiratory normal.  No pericardial rub or gallop.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  No edema or neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries in February, creatinine 1.4, which is stable for a GFR of 49.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable overtime.  No symptoms.  No progression.

2. Blood pressure well controlled.

3. Atrial fibrillation anticoagulated has a device.

4. No need for EPO treatment.

5. Normal electrolytes, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, and nutrition.

6. History of renal artery stenosis stenting.  He is tolerating ACE inhibitors.  Blood pressure well controlled nothing to suggest recurrence.  Come back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
