The patient is seen today for followup for history of immunodeficiency and frequent infections.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of frequent sepsis, and history of chronic immunodeficiency.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair. She keeps moaning intermittently and keeps her eyes closed.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: WBC 3.3, hemoglobin 11.6, hematocrit 36.1, platelet was 1, 69,000, IgA was 82 it should be between 87 two 312 mg/mL., and CMP was within normal limit.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Immunodeficiency and history of frequent sepsis.

2. Intellectual disability.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, IgA level and then will give her Gammagard 40 g in 250 mL sodium chloride over two hours upon completion we will discontinue.
