Barbara is a 59-year-old lady with history of pernicious anemia, B12 deficiency, immature granulocytes and CBC, history of Hashimoto thyroiditis with chief complaint of fatigue on presentation to her physician Dr. Patel in February of this year.
The patient’s workup included a hilar mass along with retroperitoneal involvement, bone involvement, lytic lesions, liver involvement, hilar and lung involvement. The patient has extensive history of smoking history in the past. The patient was given the option of chemo and radiation, but after much discussion with family and oncologist, the patient has decided against any type of workup and has chosen to be placed on hospice to be kept comfortable. Given the patient’s tumor burden, involvement of lymph nodes, liver, mediastinum, bone and abdominal/pelvic cavity, the patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
