Cathie is a 69-year-old lady who back in 2023 was diagnosed with left lower lobe lung cancer with brain mets, pathology consistent with non-small cell carcinoma. The patient had complications of pneumothorax, anorexia, hyperlipidemia, hyponatremia, leukocytosis, depression, and tobacco abuse in the past. The patient since 2023 has had chemo and radiation therapy. Recent PET scan showed pulmonary nodules, metastatic disease, enlarged hypermetabolic left hilar lymph nodes concerned for nodal metastasis. The patient’s recent blood work showed H&H to be 11 and 33, white count 8000, albumin of 3.0. Given the patient’s most recent findings, she has decided against any further chemo or radiation therapy. The patient has been on a combination of radiation and pembrolizumab plus pemetrexed plus carboplatin in the past with much difficulty and side effects. For this reason, the patient has chosen no chemo treatment and would like to be placed on hospice. The patient has less than six months to live given her extensive metastatic disease, weight loss and is very hospice appropriate. The patient has a KPS score of 30% considered severely disabled and hospital admission is indicated although death is not imminent and the patient is only oriented to person, she is non-responsive except for deep stimuli and has lost tremendous amount of weight and has protein-calorie malnutrition and definitely has less than six months to live.
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
