FACE-TO-FACE HOSPICE EVALUATION
Anita is an 86-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. She has a history of low ejection fraction. Because of her low ejection fraction, she has decreased mentation, decreased activity, shortness of breath at rest and with activity. She continues to refuse her CPAP or oxygen. She lives in a group home known as Fountainwood at Lake Houston on the third floor. She appears weaker. She is eating less. She has lost 2 pounds since last visit. She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to remain weak. The patient’s blood sugars are in the 190-200. The patient has a son who comes over and sees about her from time to time. She requires help with ADL and could not live by herself in a regular home because of her need for ADL dependency. Other comorbidities include diastolic dysfunction, obesity, hypoxemia, respiratory failure and pulmonary hypertension along with stage III renal failure.
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
