The patient now is totally oxygen dependent because of the fact that he is short of breath at rest and with activity. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives with his brother who is also quite ill. The patient is ADL dependent, wears a diaper because of accidents, but tries to get to the potty when he can. The patient at one time was quite averse to using oxygen, but because of his increased shortness of breath, he is agreeable to use oxygen on regular basis at this time. He has a KPS score of 40%. His other comorbidities include weakness, right-sided heart failure, pedal edema, cor pulmonale. He has lost 2.5 pounds from the last visit per our nurses’ evaluation.
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
