Abdomen: Without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.  Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis, variant of flu.

PLAN: Given a prescription for Zofran for nausea. Increase fluids. Follow up as needed with pediatrician and here if necessary.
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
