The patient presents with injury to left first toe _______ three days ago, complains of left toe pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Noted flat-type laceration to the left first toe distal phalanx re-apposed with minimal erythema, flap appears to be in place. Laceration extended approximately 3 cm without evidence of infection. Remainder of extremities within normal limits. Gait normal. Neurovascular: Normal. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.

IMPRESSION: Laceration, left first toe, without infection.

PLAN: An x-ray was taken of the toe to rule out fracture and the patient given tetanus toxoid 0.5 cc. Advised to continue topical care with moist and warm compresses with Betadine and Neosporin dressings. Follow up with PCP and here if necessary.
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
