The patient was followed up with removal of bilateral ingrown toenails three weeks ago with infection, now stating that nail is coming off and loose.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Foot: Nail on injured toe avulsed except for distal nail bed with minimal attachment was removed with instrument without difficulty or pain and without anesthesia. Remainder of extremities exam within normal limits. No neurovascular problems, injuries or abnormalities. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.

IMPRESSION: Followup on infected ingrown toenails with removal of nails now with avulsion of nail with minimal attachment. Nail removed without difficulty and without pain.

PLAN: Advised to continue topical care with Neosporin and dressings and with soaking in warm water with Betadine. Follow up with PCP as needed.
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
