The patient presents with injury to right fifth finger two days ago, states that the finger bent inward playing ball and now with pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Tenderness to right distal fifth finger without dislocation or deformity. Remainder of extremity examination within normal limits. Neurovascular: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.

PLAN: X-ray was obtained with suggestion of fracture proximal middle phalanx. The patient was given splint to wear next two to four weeks with recommendation to follow up here in two weeks for further evaluation, with orthopedic care if wanted or needed. No significant deformity on x-ray. The patient has a history of fracture to same finger several years ago and could not be certain that this is not evidence of residual fracture from before, but with history compatible with current fracture, additional recommendations other than followup and to wear a splint at this time other than above.
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
