Paula comes here for evaluation today. She has significant osteoporosis. She also has been on steroid.

SYMPTOMS: She says she feels fine and does not offer any symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of COPD and subsequent respiratory failure. She has had lung transplant in 2018. She also has chronic kidney disease. She has gastroesophageal reflux disease also coronary artery disease. She has been on prednisone 7.5 mg. She also takes Prograf 1 mg. She is on Lexapro, Bactrim, and also on Valtrex. Recently, she has been started on Eliquis on account of DVT in September 23. She takes 2.5 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 67-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall, weighing 162 pounds, and blood pressure 171/88.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear and diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABORATORY DATA: Recent lab evaluation from your office was noted. Her creatinine slightly elevated from before it is now 1.91 and EGFR is 28.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. History of bilateral lung transplant.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her 60 mg Prolia subcu. Followup in six months.
