HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 60-year-old male patient here complaining of right-sided jaw pain in the lower portion and additional swelling and tenderness. He has had this for three months off and on. He does need an appointment with an oral surgeon as well as a dentist. He is in the process of trying to get that accomplished. He does have very poor dentition.

No other issues verbalized.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, asthma, migraines, depression, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right shoulder and back hernia.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Irbesartan/hydrochlorothiazide.
ALLERGIES: CEFDINIR.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for alcohol. He denies any smoking of cigarettes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He does not appear to be in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/96. Pulse 117. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.7. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 192 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Normal presentation. Oropharyngeal area: Clear and non-erythematous. However, on the right lower jaw, there is erythema and swelling.
NECK: Soft and nontender. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Mildly tachycardic. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Lower right jaw cellulitis and abscess. The patient will receive Rocephin as an injection to be followed by Z-PAK. I have offered to him Augmentin and in his words he stated that that does not help him very much and, of course, he tells me he is allergic to cefdinir. So, we will try a Z-PAK with a Rocephin shot as well. He is to see dental services as soon as possible.
