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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is followed in the practice for CKD stage IIIA without any evidence of activity in the urinary sediment with normal determination of the protein-to-creatinine ratio and microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio. The estimated GFR has remained 50 mL/min, the creatinine the highest has it been is 1.5.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient was evaluated by Dr. Torres after we suggested to have a cardiology evaluation; it was negative.

3. The patient has a history of BPH that has not gotten any worse and he has a history of gout that has not been present in a long period of time. He continues to take allopurinol. At this point, we think that the patient is in very stable condition. We are going to return the patient to the primary care for followup.
