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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 77-year-old female patient of Ms. Elizabeth Sager, APRN, that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB-A1. The patient has nephrosclerosis associated to diabetes mellitus, hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient comes for a regular followup. She is asymptomatic. She is doing well. Her laboratory workup that was done February 21, 2024, shows that the creatinine is 1.5, the BUN is 27, and the estimated GFR is 35 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is less than 100 mg in 24 hours. The urinalysis fails to show any activity of the urinary sediment. There is no evidence of protein or blood in the urine.

2. Hyperlipidemia with a slight elevation of the lipids at 222 mg%. The patient is taking Zetia 10 mg every day. She declines the use of the statins because of myositis.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today was 150/70.

4. Obstructive sleep apnea that was treated with surgery in the past.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. Very stable condition. The patient is going to be given an appointment in September to see us and continue the followup.
