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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 65-year-old white female that is seen in the practice because of the presence of SIADH secondary to laryngeal cancer. The patient has been following the fluid restriction of 40 ounces in 24 hours and she is using the salt tablets 1 g every eight hours and she uses salt in the diet. The patient has not been to the hospital for any reasons related to the sodium. She has two determinations of the sodium; in January 2024, it was 137 and in February was 133 mEq/L. She is very stable. The patient has adequate kidney function. She is CKD stage II. There is no evidence of alterations in the urinalysis.
2. The patient has a history of laryngeal cancer that is followed by oncology. The patient had radiation and chemo in 2014 when the cancer was found.

3. The patient has a history of pain syndrome that is treated on p.r.n. basis.
We are going to reevaluate the case in four to five months.
I spent 9 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
