The patient has severe head pain, confusion, dizziness, and disorientation.  However, did not lose consciousness.  The patient was brought to the emergency room in the hospital.  The patient was evaluated to have bleeding.  The patient remains to be confused and disoriented and headaches for the rest of the day.  As a matter of fact, the patient has headache and disorientation.  The patient also has significant dizziness after that.  In addition, he also has loss of peripheral vision and depth perception after the incidence.  The patient feels off balance for many days after that.
The patient currently still has significant headaches.  He has almost daily headaches.  The patient feels fatigue. He has light sensitivity.  He still has dizziness.  He still has visual disturbances.  Significant light sensitivity.  Poor memory.  Poor short-term memory.
The patient is currently working for an office.  He is working is the officer at the college.  The patient tells me that his poor memory and light sensitivity affecting doing his job at work.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty look at computer because of the light sensitivity.  The patient has difficulty remember his task duties.  He will forget about his task duties.  The patient also has become very dizzy at work.
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
