HISTORY: This is a 63-year-old female here requesting tetanus prophylaxis. The patient stated that she works outside with animals and has not had a tetanus in over 10 years.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Iron-deficiency anemia and hypoestrogenemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hip replacement and knee replacement.
MEDICATIONS: Ferrous sulfate and estradiol.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.
Blood pressure 126/82.

Pulse 71.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT: Tetanus prophylaxis.

PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received tetanus Tdap 0.5 mL IM. She was observed for approximately 15 minutes after receiving the injection. She reports no side effects. She is comfortable being discharged.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
