HISTORY: This is a 2-year-old child here with cough. Mother states that this has been going on for approximately five days with no improvement from over-the-counter medication. She states that the child is eating and drinking, his activities are just same.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The mother denies vomiting or diarrhea. Denies abdominal pain. She states the child does not appear to be having any increased temperature or diaphoresis.
Mother reports that the child has green discharge from his left eye. Mother states that this morning when he woke up she had to wipe the green stuff from his eye.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented, in no acute distress, extremely active. Child is running around back and forth in the office and in the hallway.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Pulse is 72.
Respirations are 18.
Temperature is 98.2.
LEFT EYE: Green discharge. Erythematous conjunctiva.
NOSE: Clear discharge, congested.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has very mild wheezes diffusely.
ABDOMEN: Soft. No organomegaly.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented, interactive and playful. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.

2. Acute rhinitis.
3. Acute bronchitis.
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PLAN: In the clinic today, we did the following tests: flu, COVID, strep, RSV, these tests were all negative.
The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Bromfed DM 2/10/30/mL 2.5 mL b.i.d. for seven days #35 mL.

2. Zithromax 200 mg/5 mL 5 mL p.o. now, then 2.5 mL daily until gone #50 mL.

3. Gentamicin ophthalmic drops 0.3% solution one drop t.i.d. for 10 days #5 mL.
Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. Strongly encouraged to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse, or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
