The patient presents with history of cough, sore throat, and congestion for three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, low thyroid disease, and high lipid disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection requested with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. The patient wanted B12 shot. We elected not to give it.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis, history of hypertension, cardiovascular disease and high lipid disease.

PLAN: Advised to return as needed and also to get routine physical with lab work next office visit that has not been done for sometime according to the patient.
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
