The patient states he still has some rash, last seen two weeks ago with eruption, given Medrol orally and topical cortisone. He states he still has some rash left with itching. He also describes irritation of his penis, taking diabetic medications. He states blood sugar runs around 120 with diet and medications.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Stent x 1 two years ago with widowmaker.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Faint eruption right lower leg, abdomen, and back.
DIAGNOSES: Allergic reaction, questionable contact reaction with history of diabetes and coronary artery disease with stent.

PLAN: Advised the process of changing detergent, given an injection of dexamethasone with Medrol Dosepak, to take over-the-counter Lubriderm and Benadryl if rash continues or reoccurs, to make list for possible allergens and follow up with PCP or here as needed.
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
