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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that when he was in Raven School, which is a training school, he got multiple blows in the head.  The patient got hit by the fist into his head multiple times.  He had black eyes.  The patient became confused and disoriented.  This happened many times.  Then he got deployed to Afghanistan in 2020.  The patient tells me that he got motor attack.  The motor exploded above his head.  The patient immediately fell to the ground.  The patient became confused and disorientation.  The patient has ear ringing.  The patient was completely confused.  Did not have loss of consciousness.  However, the shockwave had caused him significant headaches.  The patient fell to the ground.

The patient tells me that he was also involved in evasive driving school.  The patient had three days for driving course practicing evasive maneuvers.  The patient tells me that he had multiple whiplash injuries to the head and neck.  The patient became confused and disoriented and severe head pain.
The patient had an episode of seizure in September 2023.  The patient was in Airman Leadership School.  The patient suddenly lose of consciousness and starts convulsion.  The patient went to the emergency room he was diagnosed with seizure disorder.  The patient is currently taking Keppra for the seizure disorder.  The patient is also taking propranolol for the headaches.
The patient also has significant migraine headaches.  The patient was almost daily headaches.  The patient also has dizziness.  The patient also feeling of passing out a lot.  He feels dizzy a lot.

The patient is currently active duty at the Travis Air Force Base.  The patient is in Raven Security.  The patient is monitoring terrorist activity and protection for people.  The patient tells me since the seizure, the patient is not able to do any flying machine because of the seizure.  The patient is no longer able to do his usual duties because of the seizure.  The patient also has significant frequent headaches, which are preventing him from concentration and focus in his work.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus at work.
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
