CC: Request for physical therapy extension.
As the patient’s attending physician, he was received in facility in early January post left hip fracture, undergoing ORIF and this has placed him in a wheelchair whereas previously he was independently ambulatory. The patient is eager to begin therapy as he wants his mobility to be independent of a wheelchair with the understanding he may need to use a walker periodically. Diagnoses contributing to his gait difficulties in addition to the recent hip fracture with surgery are a right hip that was fractured a year ago and had to have hip replacement. He also has extensive degenerative disc disease of the thoracic and lumbar spine and has peripheral neuropathy, and lastly a weight gain of approximately 25 pounds since his fracture with surgery and limited mobility. The patient is eager to be able to move more and is understanding that there has to be time pending extension, but he states that he is not ready to give up and confine himself to a wheelchair. Information is faxed to Select Home Health, which will be submitted to Medicare and application for extension of therapies.
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
