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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 86-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of acute kidney injury associated to the vancomycin. The patient has been recovering kidney function. Today, he comes with a laboratory workup that shows that the serum creatinine continues to improve from 2.4 and went down to 1.94, the BUN is 25 and the estimated GFR has gone up 33%. The patient is happy with the situation. He has been gaining weight, he gains more than 6 pounds of body weight and he states that he is feeling excellent. The patient does not have a proteinuria; it is less than 100 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus, however, the hemoglobin A1c is 6.4.

3. The patient has a history of dilated cardiomyopathy that is compensated.

4. History of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 121/56.

5. The patient has peripheral neuropathy that is most likely associated to either diabetes or hypertension. He is able to walk with the help of a walker and he states that he feels safe. The patient is going to be reevaluated in July 2024 and laboratory workup has been ordered.

I spent 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
