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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 74-year-old African American female that has been seen in the office because of chronic kidney disease. During the last evaluation, she was stage IIIB. The patient has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, and obstructive uropathy; she was unable to empty the urinary bladder. The patient has lost 34 pounds of body weight and there is a significant improvement in the general condition. Laboratory workup today, the creatinine is 0.97, the BUN is 7 and the estimated GFR is up to 61. The glucose is 91. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits and the patient has liver function tests within normal limits.

2. The anemia has been improving. The hemoglobin is at 11.3.

3. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is under control.

4. The patient has a history of congestive heart failure that I am sure is going to improve with change in the lifestyle.

5. The patient’s current BMI changed from 34 to 28. We are going to reevaluate the case in five months with laboratory workup. The patient used to have hyperuricemia is no longer present.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
