DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 79-year-old African American female followed in this office because of microscopic hematuria. The latest laboratory workup dated 02/15/2024 fails to show the presence of any RBCs in the urinary sediment. We continued to observe this patient. This patient does not have any history of abnormal kidney function, does not have any history of diarrhea and does not have any complaints at this point.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure reading today 129/73.

3. The patient has a history of hyponatremia. The serum sodium is 144.

4. The patient continues to have a BMI that is 37.6. She is encouraged to go down to 200 pounds, she is going to feel much better.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. She is followed by the endocrinologist in Winter Haven; nevertheless, we are going to order T3 and T4 in order to have evidence of adequate coverage.

6. Hyperlipidemia under control. Revaluation will be done in six months.

I spent 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
