DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 61-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease, CKD stage IIIA-A1. The patient comes today with a serum creatinine of 1.1 that was collected on 02/23/2024, estimated GFR is 75, BUN is 17 and the patient has a proteinuria of 295 mg/g of creatinine. He is already taking SGLT2 inhibitors.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus. He gained 8 pounds since the last visit and went up to 240 pounds and the hemoglobin A1c is 8.3%. This is a matter of compliance and the patient is going to change the lifestyle, he is going to go back on the diet and it is absolutely necessary for him to do that in order to avoid complications.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. The patient has severe degenerative joint disease in the back. He is complaining of pain. He has a pain manager in Winter Haven. There is no evidence of anemia. The patient remains in stable condition. Reevaluation in four months with laboratory workup.
