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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage II. The patient has arterial hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and the aging process as possible causes of some nephrosclerosis. The patient had an ultrasound of the retroperitoneum in which the right kidney measured 8.7 cm and the left kidney 9.9 cm. There is thinning of the cortex, however, the patient has a serum creatinine that is 0.84 and estimated GFR of 69 without evidence of proteinuria.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease treated with famotidine.

4. Bronchial asthma that has been without any exacerbations.

5. Hypomagnesemia on supplementation.
6. The patient has glaucoma in the right eye and has problems with persistent lacrimation despite the multiple procedures that have been done in that eye. The patient is interested in seeking a second opinion.
