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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 74-year-old white female followed in the practice because of CKD. The patient has laboratory workup that was done on 02/22/2024. The serum creatinine is 1.2, the BUN is 16, and the estimated GFR is 47. The liver function tests are within normal limits. There is no evidence of anemia. In the urinalysis, the specific gravity is 1.010, pH of 6.5 and negative for glucose, bilirubin, blood. There is trace of protein. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 99 mg/g of proteinuria. Sedimentation rate is 19, which is within normal limits.

2. The patient is status post parathyroidectomy. There is no evidence of a significant hypocalcemia. The patient has serum calcium of 8.2. She is advised to take at least one time TUMS per day.

3. Systemic lupus erythematosus. There is no evidence of leukopenia. There is no evidence of anemia.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control 132/82.

5. The patient is with obesity. BMI is 35.

6. The patient has peripheral neuropathy on gabapentin.

In summary, the patient is in stable condition. She is complaining about weakness that has been present for a longtime, however, she tries to exercise not only on the elliptical machine, but in the pool. We will reevaluate the case in six months.
