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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 72-year-old African American male that is followed in the practice because of the CKD stage IIIA The patient has probably some degree of nephrosclerosis associated to hypertension and hyperlipidemia. This patient has been very compliant with the change in the diet as well as scheduled with the medications. Today, comes with a laboratory workup that was done on 02/21/2024 with a creatinine of 1.4, BUN of 15 and estimated GFR of 51. The excretion of protein in the protein-to-creatinine ratio is 200 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has no evidence of anemia. The hemoglobin is 15.5, white blood cell count 3.2, and the platelet count is 56,000. I am going to call the primary doctor, Dr. Maxwell to be followed up to this situation.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia. The patient had cholesterol of 122, HDL is 51 and LDL is 56. Triglycerides within normal limits.

5. Degenerative joint disease that has been asymptomatic. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.

I spent 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 16 minutes in the face-to-face and 6 minutes in the documentation.
