The patient is seen with history of fever and congestion for six days, saw PCP at Calvary Clinic four days ago, given questionable antibiotic taking four times a day and seen today with continued congestion, concern of mother.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful other than frequent minor upper respiratory infections, seen in office, on chart #2.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Apparent mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu and strep testing which were both negative.

IMPRESSION: Non-A/B influenza with non-strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: Advised to continue medications and was given prescription for Bromfed DM and ibuprofen and to follow up with PCP and here if needed.
