Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Corey with history of uric acid kidney stones, prior exposure to antiinflammatory agents, chronic kidney disease.  Last visit August.  No hospital or emergency room visits.  No abdominal flank pain, hematuria or urinary symptoms.  All review of systems extensively done being negative.

Medication: Eye drops, allopurinol and no antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Exam: Today weight 267 pounds.  Blood pressure 136/76.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress. Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal flank discomfort or tenderness.  No edema or neurological deficits.

Labs: Creatinine is stable at 1.6.  Present GFR 44 stage III and normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorous.  Uric acid well controlled less than 6.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Chronic kidney disease presently stable without any symptoms and no progression if anything improvement.

2. Uric acid stones.  Uric acid well controlled and remains on allopurinol.  No activity.

3. Off antiinflammatory agents.

4. Normal blood pressure.

5. Normal electrolytes, acid, base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorous and no anemia.

6. Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
