Ms. Garza is an 83-year-old woman with past medical history of Alzheimer dementia, foot ulcer, hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The foot ulcer is directly related to the patient’s protein-calorie malnutrition. She is cared for by her daughter Aleshia Lopez and her son Estaban Garza. The patient was hospitalized recently for UTI. The patient subsequently developed this wound on her foot which is unavoidable because of low-protein albumin level. The patient has contracture in all extremities, decubitus ulcer, and bilateral heel ulceration and was subsequently decided for the patient to go on hospice to keep the patient at home and to not have to take it back and forth to the hospital. She has significant weight loss over 10 pounds in the past two months. She is nonverbal. She is not oriented to person, place or time. Bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, and overall prognosis is poor most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate. The patient’s hospice decision was in conjunction with other family members and the patient’s primary care physician. Other comorbidities includes hypertension, hyperlipidemia, anemia, gastroesophageal reflux, weight loss, and protein-calorie malnutrition.
