This is a 71-year-old woman with metastatic carcinoma of the uterus, recurrent pleural effusion, status post left thoracotomy, distant metastasis, thyroid nodule status post treatment with chemo and radiation, lung mass, mediastinal mass, also with hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient has continued to become weaker and weaker with severe pain, iron deficiency anemia, chemotherapy induced nausea, vomiting, and dehydration. Subsequently, the patient has decided against any further chemo or radiation therapy. She is anemic. H&H is 9 and 27. She also has a total protein of 4.8 with albumin of 2.5 which is consistent with protein-calorie malnutrition. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate given her diagnosis and response to treatment in the past.
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
