Ms. Payne is an 81-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of acute kidney failure along with hypertension, IBS, abdominal pain, and bipolar disorder. The patient’s condition has changed since past evaluation. She has lost more weight. She has very little appetite. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has severe itching requiring medication around the clock. The patient’s primary caregiver is her daughter Heather. The patient is no longer able to ambulate. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, eats very little, weight loss has been severe over 10 pounds, requires position changes to reduce pressures in bony areas to prevent pressure ulcers. KPS score is 40% and remains hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
