HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old female patient. Apparently, she got into a fight at school today and her opponent bit her on the nose. There is a small abrasion. There is no bleeding. It almost resembles more of a scrape. No sign or symptom of an infection. Very mild abrasion. There is no inflammation. There is no erythema.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 92/40. Pulse 90. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Nose: A small abrasion approximately barely an eighth of an inch long on the bridge of the nose. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Human bite very minor. No medications will be needed for this. She is not bleeding. She does not need any sutures. She does not need any medications. She can return to clinic if she has any issues with this. All of this has been explained to the mother.
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
