HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old female patient. She is here with some lower suprapubic stomachache and also some discomfort when she urinates. She has some mild burning upon urination. She has had urinary tract infections before. She tells me that it feels like it is another one brewing now.

She is here with her mother today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She interacts well with me through the exam today. She is able to answer all my questions.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 101/57. Pulse 110. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 63 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Mildly tender in the suprapubic region.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a urinalysis, it was positive for leukocytes as well as blood.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Urinary tract infection. The patient will receive Keflex 250 mg/5 mL, 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days. She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and mother will return to clinic if needed.
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
