SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Ms. Wendy Smith is a 61-year-old married Caucasian female who has been in treatment for bipolar depression and has been doing good on Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and Abilify 15 mg daily. She described medication is working. She is sleeping good and eating good. She also was diagnosed having neuropathy in her leg and the hand for which she has been seeing her primary care doctor and taking medication. The patient was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. She describes that she is doing much better on the medication. She has no complaint. Currently, she describes her friends are visiting her. So, she is a little bit overwhelmed, but the situation is in control. The patient was appropriate having good eye contact. No irritability or agitation. Judgment and insight is improved. The patient was encouraged that she should continue taking her medications and compliance with the treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed and ADD.

PLAN: Continue with the Abilify 15 mg at bedtime and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Prognosis is guarded. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
