CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 62-year-old female status post aortic valve replacement status post single vessel coronary artery bypass grafting here for evaluation.

HPI: The patient was noted to have symptoms as related to aortic valve disease and coronary artery disease and underwent aortic valve replacement and bypass as noted. She underwent surgery on 01/11/2023. The patient is now seen for her initial evaluation in this office. She reports dyspnea at approximately one block. She has had no chest pain or orthopnea. She denies any symptoms at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Neuropathy.
5. Chronic kidney disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Aortic valve surgery for aortic stenosis.
2. She has history of colon cancer and is status post colonoscopy and biopsy.

MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 40 mg h.s., metformin 500 mg b.i.d., warfarin 5 mg, allopurinol 30 mg b.i.d., amlodipine/olmesartan 5/40 mg one daily, carvedilol 12.5 mg b.i.d., semaglutide 0.25 mg subcu, iron sulfate 324 mg b.i.d., aspirin 81 mg daily, Norco 5/325 mg one q.6h. p.r.n., and _______ 100 mg t.i.d.

ALLERGIES: CONTRAST DYE.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies cigarette smoking, but reports that she is a social drinker.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight loss and weakness.

Skin: She reports itching and rash.

Ears: Unremarkable.

Respiratory: She has dyspnea.

Gastrointestinal: She has constipation and uses a stool softener.

Genitourinary: Unremarkable.

Psychiatric: Depression.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 124/81, pulse 66, respiratory rate 16, height 65.25” and weight 236 pounds.

Respiratory: Chest reveals a well-healed midline scar. There is some minimal drainage inferiorly.

Cardiac: There is a soft systolic murmur in the aortic region.

Gastrointestinal: Abdomen is obese. There are no masses or tenderness present. No organomegaly present.

IMPRESSION:
1. Status post aortic valve replacement.

2. Coronary artery disease.

3. Hypertension.
4. Diabetes.

PLAN: CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, and PT/INR, echocardiogram and EKG. Enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg one p.o. daily, #90. Monitor INR.
