Ms. Sparrow Bodenmiller is a 77-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with multinodular goiter about 10 years ago. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia, radiation, and asthma. The patient had radiation as a child due to a strawberry on the side of her neck, which was radiated. She also reports symptoms of anxiety and recently had a cholecystectomy about three weeks ago. She reports some hair loss. She reports fatigue at times. Denies any palpitations or dry skin. Denies any polyuria, polydipsia and polyphagia. The patient had thyroid ultrasound done on 11/27/2023 indicating a dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.2 cm.

Plan:

1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound done on 11/27/2023 indicating a dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.2 cm. At this point, the recommendation is to followup in November 2024 with a followup thyroid ultrasound and monitor the gland only. At this point, there is no recommendation for biopsying this current nodule.

2. Her thyroid function studies were checked and her TSH is 0.181, free T4 is 1.16. I will recheck a thyroid function studies and review the results with her during her followup visit.

3. I will also check TPO antibody levels and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.
