Ms. Jean Francios is a 35-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes mellitus. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes about a year ago. She also has a history of PCOS, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, anxiety and obesity. The patient also had stroke with residual left eye dropping and also history of vitamin D deficiency. For her diabetes, she is previously on metformin, however she did not tolerate this due to GI intolerance. She does not eat breakfast. She takes small lunch and large dinner. Her large meal is dinner, which consists of a protein, vegetable and a starch. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any neuropathy or blurry vision.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, she failed metformin secondary to GI intolerance. Her last hemoglobin A1c was 7.6%. We will start the patient on Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. If we can get the Mounjaro approved then we will try the patient on Trulicity therapy.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, check a lipid panel.

5. For her depression and anxiety, continue current therapy and followup with primary care provider.
