Ms. Jolly is a 36-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2021. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia, UTI, vitamin D deficiency, left lung upper lobe partal removal due to COVID complications, elevated liver enzymes, and anxiety. She also has a history of kidney stones and a blood clot in her left leg which was there for about 10 years and is still in there. Her last hemoglobin A1c was 7.3%. The patient is unable to take metformin therapy due to elevated liver enzymes. She tries to eat healthy and has decreased her portion sizes. She reports diabetic neuropathy in her feet. She is on Lovenox therapy for the elevated liver enzymes and DVT in her left leg.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.3%. We will start the patient on Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly. She failed metformin due to elevated liver enzymes.

2. I will also prescribe the FreeStyle Libre 3 Sensor for the patient so that she can check her blood glucose.

3. For her hyperlipidemia check current lipid panel.

4. For her elevated liver enzymes, I am thinking that the Mounjaro because it is an insulin sanitizer may help the elevated liver enzymes and improve this.

5. For her vitamin D deficiency, continue vitamin D supplementation.

6. Followup with primary care provider. She will be establishing with Dr. Cordova.
