SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup in subacute rehab. The patient has been admitted with bullous pemphigoid with multiple bullae and sepsis. The patient maintained all her current medications. She has been doing well. Today, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure is 138/72, pulse 80, respiration 18, and temperature 97.8,

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Chronic skin changes both legs and the arms due to bullous pemphigoid with multiple skin ulcerations.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Bullous pemphigoid.

2. Recent sepsis due to skin lesions.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. PT/OT. Care plan discussed with the patient and we will monitor her closely.
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
