SUBJECTIVE: The patient for followup. The patient has been doing well. She does have anemia required blood transfusion while in the hospital since then she is being monitored and today her hemoglobin and labs reviewed they are stable. The patient denies any headache or dizziness. She is complaining some edema in the left stump but no other issues.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, forgetful, and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure is 130/70, pulse 72, temperature 98.7, and respiration 18.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left stump edema noted. The patient has a left leg amputation because of peripheral vascular disease.

Neuro: She is awake and alert.

ASSESSMENT: The patient has been admitted:
1. Peripheral vascular disease.

2. Left lower extremity amputation being followed by physical therapy.

PLAN: Edema of the stump she was advised to get evaluation and also PT/OT evaluation for the special ACE wrap daytime to minimize the edema. She also has chronic anemia and required blood transfusion but recently there is no active bleed identified. She has required blood transfusion in the past and has ulcer. She has been on PPI.
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
