SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. The patient has been doing fairly well. The patient was hospitalized at Midtown Campus because of infected decubitus ulcer. She has a sepsis and stage IV decubitus ulcer at sacral region with chronic osteomyelitis. She is status post debridement, anemia of chronic disease, and hyperthyroidism. She has been on levothyroxine for schizophrenia, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, and diabetes. The patient was managed and stabilization done after the subsequently sent to the facility for continuation of local wound care and medication. The patient was on IV antibiotic at the facility ertapenem and she was completed on 02/19. Today, when I saw her, she has no headache. No dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Chronic sacral wound.
Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, forgetful, and memory is impaired.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure is 110/68, pulse 72, temperature 97.4, and respiration 18.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. Sacral decubitus with dressing is in place.

Neuro: She is awake and alert, but forgetful.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with infected sacral decubitus ulcer with chronic osteomyelitis. The patient has completed the antibiotic course and clinically she stable and afebrile. Continue local skin care.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. Anemia of chronic disease.

4. Hypothyroidism.

5. Schizophrenia.

6. History of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.
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PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. Lab review, medication reviewed and we will monitor.
