He is tolerating the feeding.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is lying on the bed in no distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure is 128/70, pulse 68, temperature 97.9, and respiration 18.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive. G-tube is in place. No rigidity.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, forgetful, and disoriented.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with CVA.

2. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

3. Left middle cerebral artery stroke.

4. History of PE.

5. CKD.

6. History of colon cancer status post right hemicolectomy.

7. History of prostate cancer.
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PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. The patient carries diagnosis of diabetes. His current hemoglobin A1c has been 5.7. He is not taking any medication for diabetes. At this point, we will hold off any endocrinology consultation because he is not requiring antidiabetic medications and also his hemoglobin A1c is very stable. Blood glucose is very stable. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
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
