CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with continuation of cough, seen here few days ago with sore throat and ear pain, now decreased, treated before with Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: EoE involving esophagus and colon at birth, followed at Texas Children’s Hospital, doing much better with medicine for Crohn's disease with still occasional flare-ups every month with vomiting and diarrhea for a day or two, followed at Texas Children’s Hospital still. Mother states episodes usually occur with menses.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Some scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing performed which were negative.
PLAN: She was given injection of dexamethasone 5 mg with Medrol Dosepak and additional cough medication with Bromfed DM. Given prescription for Z-PAK not to take unless cough is not improving over the next few days with recent Z-PAK finished for the past two days. Advised to follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with resolving upper respiratory infection with history of EoE.
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
