I had the pleasure to see Abigail today for evaluation for her seizure disorder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she is taking seizure medication.  The patient tells me that she has side effects from the medications.  She is taking Keppra and Lamictal.  However, the patient tells me that she feels dizziness type of side effects.  The patient tells me that she does not want to try other medications.  She tells me that she would like to try the “pacemaker” for the seizure.
The patient has a history of a cerebral palsy, right hemiparesis.  The patient has been taking Keppra and Lamictal, however, the patient has been having side effects.  She tells me that she has seizure approximately every six months.  The patient in the past has seen a neurologist in Walnut Creek.  The patient has been taking Keppra since 16-year-old.  The last seizure was in November 2023.
IMPRESSION
1. Seizure disorder.  The patient tells me that she had seizure disorder since birth.
2. History of cerebral palsy with the history of stroke when she was born according to the patient.  The patient has right hemiparesis over the cerebral palsy.
3. The patient tells me that she is having side effects to the medications for Keppra and Lamictal.  She is having side effects.  She tells me that she does not want to try other seizure medications.  She would like to try “pacemaker” for seizures.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. The patient wants to go to UCSF, for “pacemaker”.

2. Recommend the patient to go to UCSF neurology, epilepsy chronic, for the vagus nerve stimulator evaluation.

3. Recommend the patient continue to take the Keppra 750 mg two pills twice a day.
4. Lamictal 300 mg one pill twice a day.
5. The patient tells me that she currently has no plans for pregnancy.
6. The patient let me know immediately if she has any plan for pregnancy.
7. Recommend the patient do not drive.
8. I tried to put the authorization for UCSF Neurology Department, at the CCHT website.  However, I explained to the patient that I was not able to complete the authorization on the website.
9. The system was not allowing me to enter the UCSF location.  Explained to her that I am not able to put in to the authorization for UCSF.

10. However, I did the right upper physically hand written referral form for the UCSF referral for the vagus nerve stimulator.
