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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He was in December 2020, the patient was in US aircraft carrier.  The patient tells me that when he was on the dock, the exhaust from an aircraft blew him away, into the intake of another aircraft.  The patient tells me that the head hit the intake of aircraft.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  When he woke-up, the patient was already in the medical bay.  He thinks he was out of consciousness for at least 10 to 15 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has memory deficit.  The patient did not know what happened for the rest of the day.  The next day, the patient tells me that he was not able to do basic task and basic duties of his job.  The patient has lingering headaches.
Since the event, the patient has severe headache almost everyday.  The patient also has some memory cognitive deficits.  His memory is not as good as previously.  The patient has short temper.  The patient has irritability.  The patient has difficulty remember events.  The patient also have foggy brain fog feelings. The patient has constant headaches everyday.
The patient is in the Navy.  The patient use to be in aviation machinist and mechanic.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significant affecting his job.  The patient has difficulty to remember his task duties.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate with chronic daily headaches.  The patient tells me his memory significantly affecting him that he is not able to follow instructions well anymore.
