The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

This patient comes here for history of thrombocytopenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not offer any symptoms. He feels fine.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of intermittent explosive disorder. The patient is on Trileptal for that.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is well built and well nourished white male.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No edema.

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DIAGNOSES:
